	Main Duties and Responsibilities

	· Work with children and young people, families, carers and communities to help them make informed decisions, enabling them to clarify and express their needs.
· Identify risk of abuse and investigate complaints of alleged neglect, abuse or ill-treatment of children; undertake assessments and, where appropriate, arrange accommodation for children, young people.

· Updating case notes and other records, write reports and maintain chronologies as required.

· Operate effectively within multi-agency and inter-professional partnerships settings and meetings
· To ensure that the team provides a service that meets the needs of all the different statutory requirements, and also acts within the various policies and procedures of each discipline

· To undertake complex Mental Health assessments

· To ensure adult and child safeguarding processes are adhered to appropriately

· To ensure the provision of effective services for vulnerable clients outside core working hours
· To provide support with housing out of hours.
